Introduction

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of mathematics as a problem solving tool in the real world. Students will extend their understanding of quadratic relations; investigate situations involving exponential growth; solve problems involving compound interest; solve financial problems connected with vehicle ownership; develop their ability to reason by collecting, analysing, and evaluating data involving one variable; connect probability and statistics; and solve problems in geometry and trigonometry.

Students will consolidate their mathematical skills as they solve problems and communicate their thinking.
This course is broken down into the following sections:

Evaluation

The evaluation of your progress will be daily.  Your test and assignments will be broken into 4 categories: Knowledge and Understanding, Thinking and Inquiry, Communication and Applications.  Each category is weighed equally to determine 70 % of your mark
The Ministry of Education requires that every student complete a final evaluation to receive credit for a course.  The final evaluation consists of two components: the Culminating Performance Task (CPT), and the final exam.

Attendance at these two evaluation sessions is mandatory.  CPTs and final examinations will not be rescheduled for holiday convenience or appointments.
